She embeds her close readings in a thorough historical
analysis and displays a profound knowledge of the political role of theater history. In the Soviet bloc the
theater of the absurd, experimentation, irony, and intertextual distancing (estrangement) are not seen as
mere aesthetic language games but as political strategies that use indirection to say what cannot be said
directly.

Abstract: Bulgarian theatre took interest in Shakespeare’s plays as early as the first years following the
Liberation of this country from the Ottomans thus incorporating Bulgarian cultural arena in the
European one. The earliest examples of theatre posters in Bulgaria—invitations and programmes of the
late nineteenth century—had just an illustrative function and their creative value boiled down to the
aesthetics of the type. These specifics, variously modified, lived on until the early 1960s when the first
Shakespearean poster in Bulgaria was made. Asen Stareishinski, an academically trained painter,
pioneered theatre poster here being among the first to venture out into Shakespeare’s universe. In the
1970s and the 1980s, each of the active poster artists made works after Shakespeare’s emblematic
tragedies and comedies with Dimiter Tasev, Ludmil Chekhlarov, Bozhidar Yonov, Ognian Funev,
Gancho Ganev, Dimiter Traichev, Galina Gencheva, Georgi Zumbulev, etc., excelling in this respect. An
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analysis of the significant moments of the history of Shakespearean posters in Bulgaria shows its
evolutional importance to the public mindsets on theatre posters as such.

Abstract: The proposed text is an attempt to examine the company of the National Theatre as behaviour
in the initial years of its formation. Its behaviour reflected or even developed certain attitudes and
experience of values in the context of social development and in seeking a Bulgarian cultural identity.
Such behaviour refers to the comprehension of culture as a collective phenomenon, as a system of shared
meanings, symbols, ethical and moral principles, and is in a state of a continual dialectical development,
interpreted and realized through everyday human experience. Socially, Bulgaria belongs to family, lineal
culture and thus informing the National Theatre company, lineal attitudes are strongly represented in it.
In order to be able to exist at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries, the company
follows behaviour that is characteristic of the Bulgarian traditional society. In it, the family is a structural
element; marriage is taken for a personal fulfilment and a change of the individual social status. The
seclusion of the company as a family is a process that can be clearly defined in the activity of the theatre
“Osnova”. A similar process is visible in the theatre “Salza I Smiah” as well, only developing the
relationships and the structure of management, aiming to enhance the effectiveness of the family activity
and the ways of communication with the state, which is thought of as the father-guardian figure. But the
basic, initial value that upholds and binds the family in its behaviour is survival. Theatre as art is the
profound goal of the forefathers of Bulgarian theatre, but the theatre that results from their activities is
not yet the true art. The perseverance for achieving the idea of the theatre, the sustainable efforts of the
company to fulfil it in practice in the years of its formation, grant the company the part of a primitive
unit in the chain of history of the National Theatre. Moving into a new building, the company as a family
achieves the idea of home. Later, in the face of N. O. Massalitinov, the company realizes its spiritual
father — a concept sought for such a long time. During Massalitinov’s time, and with him, the family
experiences a peak of achieving theatre as an art. This period of the company’s life reinserts and turns
some behavioral features into a tradition that marks the company as a conservative closed society tightly
bound to its linear nature.
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Abstract: The study deals with the establishing of the Bulgarian canon of playwriting in the first half of
the twentieth century. Two situations are highlighted: the 1910s, dominated by the confrontation
between the group around the Misul (Thought) journal and Ivan Vazov. At the time, Vasil Drumev was
deemed to be already a ‘tradition’, bridging the twentieth century and the period of the National Revival,
while Vazov became the emblem of contemporary drama, bringing to life onstage the recent or remote
Bulgarian past. A keynote study by Pencho Slaveikov, The National Theatre was published by the end of
the decade, directly and categorically rejecting all the existing by that time Bulgarian dramaturgy. The
term canon, pertaining to Bulgarian literary practice, came to be introduced in the wake of WW1 by M.
Arnaudov in his B critically acclaimed study, The Canon of Bulgarian Literature (1922), which was
published in a time, when social conscience, radicalised by the postwar crisis, attempted to figure out its
cultural identity and a heated debate about the intrinsic values of the national culture flared up. Postwar
modernism, bringing in new views of life, had tried and launched its own aesthetic projects, each of
which had to establish canons of their own: Geo Milev strived to launch the expressionist project; Ivan
Radoslavov, that of symbolism; the far left, the social-class one, etc. All these echoed radical (European
in the first place) projects in arts and literature in a quest for new art realities. Playwriting, though to a
lesser degree than the other forms of writing, had not escape certain studies, articles and reviews’ notice.
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This article is an attempt to highlight the most important of those, underscoring the nonetheless recurring
appreciation of their achievements in the otherwise negative critical views of Bulgarian playwriting.

Abstract: The paper examines Petko Todorov’s five symbolist plays (Masons, Strahil the Redoubtable
Haidout, The Fairy, Bride Boryana, and Dragon’s Wedding) from the perspective of European symbolist
drama to emphasize their common aesthetic principles and their specific originality. The comparative
analysis thus defined leads to the conclusion that Petko Todorov’s works follows the structural
principles of Symbolist drama yet they have their own specifics. The unconventional structure of the
dramatic action and dialogue; the wide use of music and painting in the staging of the plays as well as
their new genre form make Todorov’s works akin to the francophone Symbolist model. On the other
hand, the moral dimension and the pervading national atmosphere in the Bulgarian dramas betray their
indebtedness to the Russian Symbolist drama. Finally, the de-valorisation of the fantastic characters and
the playing down of Romantic and realistic elements in Petko Todorov’s dramas are totally unknown to
the European Symbolist theatre. In this way, Petko Todorov’s dramas are a peculiar combination of
Symbolist poetics and influences of the Bulgarian national context. They follow their own development
and contribute hereby to the specific evolution of the Bulgarian modernist theatre.
